Open Door Policy


Rainbow Preschool  maintains an "Open Door Policy". 

This "Open Door Policy" does NOT mean our door will always be unlocked.  It means that parents and carers  are always welcome to call or drop-in to see their child at any time during session hours, or that prior to starting new children can pop in with parents to familiarise themselves. 

We also encourage professional bodies working with children to visit the children within our setting and our quiet rooms are an excellent facility to use for these purposes if required.  When visiting, children may react in an excited manner if parents are visiting with their child they must remember they are responsible for their own child when on the premises.  If the visit causes a disruption to the other children, we may ask that the visit is short so we can continue on with our planned activities.  When settling a new child after the initial settling in period experienced staff may encourage parents to leave as quickly as possible this is all part of the settling in system and children learning to separate from their main carer (if parents leave a distressed child feedback via phone will always be given within half an hour to reassure parent/carer) .   
The children’s safety and well being is always our number one priority, so doors remain locked to prevent children from going outdoors unless supervised, and to prevent anyone from entering the setting without the correct checks or procedures.  
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
